· Takes active role in WFOT Project groups at and between WFOT Council meetings

· Communicates to Individual WFOT Members through bulk emails from Head Office as required

· Submits Aotearoa/NZ News to every WFOT Bulletin and as requested to the WFOT webpage

· Submits to WFOT Bulletin Editor articles as designated, on 2-yearly international roster; authors recruited through OT Insight

· Receives and responds to individual emails re international issues e.g. international students seeking information about New Zealand; OTs wishing to work here
